Evidence of history of enrollment or current participation in the 
Migrant Education Program (MEP) anytime during K-12 OR 
Evidence that the student or his/her parent(s) or legal 
guardian(s) has worked in migrant or seasonal farm work for at 
least 75 days in the past 24 months OR 

Enroll at UH as a full-time student (12 credit hours)

Be a U.S. citizen or U.S. legal permanent resident 

Complete FAFSA application

Required to participate in UH CAMP seminars and workshop series
